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A Study on Leadership Education Speculated through "Seonghakjipyo;
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Abstract

Yulgok Leei(1536~1584) recorded in Jincha that "Seonghakjipyos is a writing of loyalty to
King Seonjo(8th reign year) he wrote when he was forty yeard old. It was edited based on
Saseoyukgyeongs and Daehakyeonoui; by Jin Duk—soo (1178~1235) and a supplementary
version of theories developed by Zhu — zi' . Its content is mainly based on fthe Great
Learning; and ™Doctrine of the Mean; which are principles on moral training and governance
of the people, and it is sequentially developed as follows: 'Suki; , "Jeongga; , ™Wijung,
and "Seonghyondotong; . It occupies 25% of [Seonghakjipyoy; and contains a worry about
right practice of political expediency for a king as a leader.

Yulgok emphasized disposition as a central term of moral training, which reflects his
consistent and right thinking and attitude. Therefore, that's why this study reconsidered
Yulgok. Therefore, 'Seonghakjipyoy; which was originally designed to educate kings can be
considered as a leadership education. It emphasizes importance of learning based on moral
training and presents the directions of leadership education. This study aims to identify the

importance of mind education for leadership education through fSeonghakjipyo;
